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» This renowned exodus from the land of the north (i.e.- the daughter of Babylon) cf.
(Zec 2:6-7 notes) takes place BEFORE the Lord sends HUNTERS against them in

their own land in recompense for their sins (i.e.- the Tribulation, the time of
Jacob’s TROUBLE) (Jer 30:7)

Zec 2:3-9

3 And, behold, the angel that talked with me went forth, and another angel went out to meet him,!

4 And said unto him, Run, speak to this young man, saying, Jerusalem shall beinhabited astowns without
walls for the multitude of men and cattle therein:!

5 For I, saith the LORD, will be unto her a wall of fire round about, and will be the glory in the midst of her.

6 Ho, ho, come forthand flee from the land of the north, saith the LORD: for | have spread you abroad as
the four winds of the heaven, saith the LORD.

7 Deliver thyself, O Zion, that dwellestwith the daughter of Babylon.

8 For thus saith the LORD of hosts; After the glory hath he sent me unto the nations which spoiled youfor
he that toucheth you toucheth the apple of his eye.!

9 For, behold, I will shake mine hand upon them, and they shall be a spoito their servants: and ye shall
know that the LORD of hosts hath sent me.

* The timing of their flight from the land of the daughter of Babylon takes place
when Jerusalem is WITHOUT WALLS (Zec 2:4), and just before judgment is
\ meted out against nations that will seek to SPOIL Israel (Zec 2:8) /
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e These details are strikingly similar to those described in Ezekiel 38, which details
an attempted invasion of Israel by Russia and her non-Arab Muslim allies to take
a spoil and to take a prey
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Eze 38:11-13

11 And thou shalt say, | will go up to the land of unwalled villages | will go to them that are at rest, that
dwell safely; all of them dwelling without walls, and having neither bars nor gates,

12 To take a spoil and to take a prey; to turn thine hand upon the desolate places that are nowinhabited,
and upon the people that aregathered out of the nations, which have gotten cattle and goods, that dwell in
the midst of the land.

13 Sheba, and Dedan, and the merchants of Tarshish, with all the young lions thereof, shall say unto thee,
Art thou come to take a spoif hast thou gathered thy company to take a prey? to carry away silver and
gold, to take away cattle and goods, to take a great spof?

« The judgment against the nations that seek to spoil Israel is that they will be a
SPOIL to Israel (Zec 2:9)

Eze 39:10

So that they shall take no wood out of the field, neither cut down anyout of the forests; for they shall burn
the weapons with fire: and they shall spoil those that spoiled thermand rob those that robbed them, saith

the Lord GOD.

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e This time when Jerusalem is WITHOUT WALLS is also a time when the Jews are
DWELLING SAFELY in their land

Eze 38:8,11,14

8 After many days thou shalt be visited: in the latter years thou shalt come into the land that isbrought back
from the sword, and isgathered out of many people, against the mountains of Israel, which have been always
waste: but it is brought forth out of the nations, and they shall dwell safelyall of them.

11 And thou shalt say, | will go up to the land of unwalled villages; | will go to them that are at rest, that dwell
safely, all of them dwelling without walls, and having neither bars nor gates,

14 Therefore, son of man, prophesy and say unto Gog, Thus saith the Lord GOD; In that day when my people
of Israel dwelleth safely shalt thou not know it?

e The reason Israel DWELLS SAFELY in their land is because the Lord executes
JUDGMENTS against all those ROUND ABOUT them (e.g.- the war of Psalm 83)

Eze 28:24-26

24 And there shall be no more a pricking brier unto the house of Israel, nor any grieving thorn of all that are
round about them, that despised themand they shall know that | am the Lord GOD.!

25 Thus saith the Lord GOD; When | shall have gatheredhe house of Israeifrom the people among whom
they are scattered, and shall be sanctified in them in the sight of the heathen, then shall they dwell in their
land that | have given to my servant Jacob.!

26 And they shall dwell safely therein and shall build houses, and plant vineyards; yea, they shall dwell with
confidence, when | have executed judgmentsipon all those that despise them round about thenand they
\shall know that | am the LORD their God. /
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 These judgments could result in increased wealth in Israel as well as an

expansion of its borders that creates a large buffer between them and their
nearest enemies

« If the nation of Israel experiences an unprecedented prosperity and peace, this
could convince a number of Jews to leave the USA

o Another possibility is that there a massive immigration of Muslims into the
USA due to the judgments upon HAZOR and ELAM (Jer 49:28-39)

* This could also coincide with a significant increase in anti-Semitism in the
USA, especially if Israel is the instrument the Lord uses to execute either one or
both of these judgments

o It is very reasonable to conclude that IF (1) over 3 million Muslims (mostly
Saudi Arabians) were given refuge in the USA in a very short period of time;
(2) there was a significant rise in anti-Semitism in the USA; and (3) the nation
of Israel was the safest and one of the richest (if not the richest) nations in the
earth, then approximately 3-5 million American Jews would not hesitate to
leave the USA for Israel

o Keep in mind that the Lord is causing the Jews to flee from the daughter of
\_ Babylon, the land of the north to escape impending judgment upon that land Y,
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e Included among the judgments the Lord brings upon the nations that invade
Israel in Ezekiel 38 is that he SENDS A FIRE upon the land of Magog, which

equates to ancient SCYTHIA or what we know today as RUSSIA and
UKRAINE

e In addition, the Lord also SENDS A FIRE among them that DWELL
CARELESSLY in the isles (Eze 39:6), which is the DAUGHTER OF
BABYLON or what we know today as the USA

Eze 39:6

And [ will send a fire on Magog, and among them that dwell carelesslyn the isles: and they shall know
that | amthe LORD.

|Isa 47:8,14

8 Therefore hear now this, thou that artgiven to pleasures, that dwellest carelesslythat sayest in thine
heart, | am, and none else beside me; | shall not sit asa widow, neither shall | know the loss of children:

14 Behold, they shall be as stubble; the fire shall burn them; they shall not deliver themselves from the
power of the flame: there shallnot bea coal to warm at, nor fire to sit before it.

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* By comparing all these scriptures, it appears that the approximate timing of the

exodus of Jews from the USA to Israel is between the war of Psalm 83 and the

invasion of Ezekiel 38-39, because the USA is judged by fire immediately after
the attempted invasion of Ezekiel 38
