 God is a Spirit. The indefinite article is removed in the new bibles. While it 

is not an error in translation to not include it, the removal in conjunction with 

the lower case “s” in “spirit” (NIV and NASB) does dilute doctrine because 

angels, demons, and Satan are also “spirit”.
