The land of the Philistinestoday is the GAZA STRIP, which containsthe
largestconcentratiorof Palestinianmrefugees

It is possiblethat the GazaStrip will becomean official independenstateof
PALESTINE in thenearfuture

The prophetic judgmentsagainstthe Philistines apply specifically to any
Palestiniarstatethat might be created Arabsliving in the GazaStrip, andthe
terrororganizatiorHAMAS (whoseheadquarterarein GazaCity)

TheArabicword for PALESTINE s FILISTIN

Although the Diaspora (i.e.- dispersion of the Jews) began with the
destructionof the templein 70 AD, a Jewishremnantcontinuedto revolt
againstRomanrule for the next 65 years culminating in the BarKokhba
revolt (132135AD)

Simon Bar-Kokhbag the commanderof the revolt, was acclaimedto be the
Messiahby his followers

In spite of early victories, the revolt was crushedby the Romanemperor
Hadrianin 135AD
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As punishmentfor the revolt, Hadrian bannedall Jewsfrom Jerusalem
exceptto attendthefestivalcommemoratinghe destructiorof thetemple

In a final insult to the Jews he renamedthe province of JUDEA,
PALESTINEaftertheJ e vascldenemythe Philistines

TheHoly Landwasbarrenanddesolatdor over 1800yearsastherightful
heirs,the Jews weredispersecdmongthe nations

The populationof the Holy Land during this time consistedof a small
numberof Arab tribesfrom variousnationsthatsettledthere

For approximately400 years(15161917), the Holy Land was underthe
controlandrule of the OttomanEmpire

The Zionist movementwas officially establishedin 1897 by Theodor
Herzl following publicationof his book, Der Judenstaathen St & thee
Jewso)

The Zionist movementencouragedewishmigrationto the then Ottoman
controlledPalestineput alsocalledfor the establishmenof a Jewishstate
in theterritory definedasthelandof Israel(i.e-ii Pal est i ne 0)
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Until the defeat of the Ottoman Empire in World War I, most of the Middle
East had been controlled by the Ottoman Turks for centuries.

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On November?2, 1917 a letter
was sent from the United

The Balfour Declaration, as it

would be called, confirmed
support from the British

governmentor the establishment
of an independentstate for the

Jewish people in the land of

Palestine

Just over one month later, on
December 11, 1917 General
Allenby andallied forcesentered
iInto and liberated Jerusalem
from the OttomanTurks

Assyriawas centeredon the Upper Tigris river in whatis present
day northern Iraq, northeasternSyria, southeasternrurkey, and
northwesterrnran- comparabléo KURDISTAN

ASSYRIAIis alsoseparatanddistinctfrom SYRIA

The extent of the bordersof Assyria around 1050 BC (i.e.- the
approximatdime Psalm83 waswritten) is debatable

The consensusppeardo be that Psalm83 was written at the end
of the Middle AssyrianEmpire (1365BC- 1056 BC) andthatover
thenext100yearsAssyriawentinto relativedecline

At the time Psalm 83 was written, ASSUR included all of
Mesopotamiandpartsof northernSyria
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Following Psalm83, the next mentionof Assyriaor Ninevehis in Jonah
1:2 about50 years(862 BC) into the period known asthe Neo-Assyrian
Empire(911BC-627BC)

At the time Jonahpreachedat Nineveh, Ashurnasirpalll (883 BC-859
BC) had subjectedSyria and Phoeniciaand movedthe Assyrian capital
from Ashurto Calah(Nimrud)

The Assyrians had a reputation for violence and brutality, and the
Israelitessawthemasathreat

Ninevehwas one of the largestcities in the world with a populationin
excesof 120000(Jon4:11)

NINEVE(H), NINEVITES=appear0x

The king and peopleof Ninevehrepentedat the preachingof Jonahand
God sparedhemjudgmentfor about150years,until 612 BC whenit was
destroyedy the Babylonians

During the days Menahemwas king over Israel (772 BC-762 BC), Pul
(i.e.- AshurDan Ill) attackedlsrael but Menahempaid him a tribute to
withdrawal(2 Kin 15:19-20)

Theheightof theAssyrianempirewasbetween/50BC and625BC
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The 7 Kings Of Assyria Given By Name

1. Pul (Ashur-Dan Ill) (773 BC- 755 BC)- attackedisraelin the daysof
Menahemking of Israel, who paid a tribute to him so the Assyrians
would withdrawfrom theland (2 Kin 15:19-20)

2. Tiglath-Pileser lll (745 BC- 727 BC)- attackedlsraelin the days of
Pekahking of Israel and took all the land of Naphtali captive (2 Kin
15:29); conqueredSyria in 739 BC and extendedthe Assyrianempire
from the Caucasusnountainsto Arabia, and from the CaspianSeato
Cyprus

3. ShalmaneserV (727 BC- 722 BC)- attackedlsrael in the days of

Hosheaking of Israel Hosheapaid him tribute but later conspiredwith
Egyptto rebelandwasthrownin prison(2 Kin 17:3-4)

4. Sargon Il (722 BC- 705 BC)- took the 10 northerntribes of Israel
captivein 721BC (2 Kin 17:6,24; 1sa20:1)

5. Sennacherib(705BC-681 BC)- movedthe Assyriancapitalto Nineveh
and failed in an attemptto invade Judahand Jerusalemn the days of
Hezekiahking of Judah(2 Kin 18:13; 19:35-37)

6. Esar-Haddon (681 BC- 669 BC)- succeededhis father Sennacherilio
thethronefollowing hisdeath(2 Kin 19:37)
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7. Asnapper (Ashur-Banipal) (669 BC- 631 BC)- continuedthe influx of
peoplefrom variousnationsinto the city of Samariawho mingledwith
theremnanfrom Israelto formthein S a ma r(Ezr44l®) s o
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TheAssyrianempirewentinto rapiddeclinebetweerc27BC- 612BC

The Assyrianempirefell in 612 BC whenthe Babyloniansdestroyedhe
capital city Ninevehthe destructionof the capital city Nineveh,just as
wasprophesiedy Nahum

Judgment is pronounced against ASSHUR in (Num 24:24) and
NINEVEH in (Nah 1:1-3:19), but these propheciesmay have been
completelyfulfilled

Theredoesnot appearno be any additionaljudgmentspronouncedipon
ASSYRIA that are yet future, but there are judgmentsagainst THE
ASSYRIAN (i.e.- theAntichrist, typified by Sennacherib)

Judgments pronouncedgainsfTHE ASSYRIAN in (Isa10:5-19; 14:25,
30:31; 31:8; Eze31.3-17; Mic 5:5-6)

Judgment against presentday Iraqg is also included in judgments
pronouncedagainstBABYLON in (Isa 13:1-22;, 47:1-15; Jer 25:26;
50:1-46; 51:1-64)
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
